Jefferson’s Inaugural Address (1801)
“Let us, fellow citizens, be united with one heart and one mind...We have been called different names, but we have the same basic beliefs.  We are all Republicans and we are all Federalists.  As I begin this challenging job, let me explain what I think the basic ideas of our government are:  Equal justice for all men, no matter what your political beliefs are or what your religion is.  Peace, trade, and honest friendships with all nations, but permanent alliances with no nations.  Support for state governments in all of their rights; they are the best defense against a government becoming too powerful.  Commitment to follow the decisions of the majority.  Keeping a disciplined army.  Spending of as little government money as is necessary.  Honest payments of our debts.  Encouraging farming and trade.  Freedom of religion, the press, and a trial by jury.  These are the ideas that will bring us through this time of revolution.”
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
