By now you know what is expected of you. You are responsible for reading all of the assigned pages – textbook, source book, review book, and any supplements given to you. You are also responsible for making study notes, practicing multiple choice questions and essay questions. 
The AP Exam is from pre-colonial times in American History up until modern times!!!  So stay on top of your work and your studying!!! The early presence of democracy, a Revolution, the first Presidents and their shaping of the nation, the frontier, the Civil War, Imperialism – are just some of the topics we will cover this semester. This is an interesting semester that will enable us to consider our founding American principles and early political and economic global decisions. The more you participate the better you will understand the material, the more fun class will be, and the more your will retain!
Basic Guidelines: 
1. When you enter the room, take your seat quickly and quietly, clear your desk of everything except a distinct social studies notebook/binder section and a pen.

2. Do not be late, it interrupts class and you will lose points in class participation.
3. Stay on top of HW assignments, projects, etc. Look at weebly for updates/announcements/practice exams/and more!
4. No late homework assignments will be accepted.  (In the event that you have a reasonable and legitimate excuse for absence with a note, the assignment can be handed in w/in the week of your return.)

5. Handouts will be at the door when you enter. They must be brought to class daily.    

6. No cell phone/music/text messaging devices/etc. should be on or visible during class. This is an AP class and a cell phone says you are uninterested and unwilling to learn and participate. 

7. When you speak make it loud and clear so that the entire class will hear the answer/comment.    
8. There will be group work and participation, all of which are part of the grading process and are expected of each student. Actively listening, note taking, and being present both physically and mentally is part of participation.
Grading includes: 

a. Exams 40% 
b. Homework  20%  (controllable element)

c. Class participation/group work/portfolio sheets 20%

d. Semester Projects 20%

Your final grade is determined by an average of the above elements.  Be responsible!!!!!
