Entries 

· The United States gains the respect of other nations along with a strong feeling of American nationalism. .

· British impressment – United States ships, its cargo, and sailors are seized and captured by British 

· As European goods became unavailable, more U.S. factories were built and U.S. takes an enormous step towards industrial self-sufficiency. 

· Native American forced to surrender large areas of land to white settlement. 

· British support and encourage Native Americans to attack Americans over territorial disputes. 

· “War Hawks” in Congress such as Henry Clay of Kentucky, John C. Calhoun of South Carolina,, and Felix Grundy of Tennessee called for an attack on Canada in order to seize land and end the British-Native American alliance once and for all.

· Federalists gather at the Hartford Convention to discuss seceding (separating) from the U.S. and creating its own peace with Great Britain -results in the end of the Federalists Party in national politics. 
· Treaty of Ghent officially ends the War of 1814 – calls for both countries to stop fighting 

· U.S. accepts Canada as a neighbor and part of the British Empire
